Dr. Ho Boon
Tiong, our principal researcher, will present key findings that will offer insights
into how Christians perceive evangelism; inform churches of existing beliefs
and practices in Christian witnessing amongst church-going members, and help
churches decide how witnessing efforts might be supported.
